Narrative: Each application must include a 500-word typed essay-double
spaced-12 font. The narrative must address the topic:

“The Event That Had the Most Effect on My Life”.

Documentation: Each application must be accompanied by an official
transcript showing academic average and grading scale through four years of
high school, official ranking of applicant, class size, proof of SAT/ACT scores,
references and photo.

Evaluation: A selection committee comprised of Conroe Service League
members will review all completed applications and personally interview
applicants. A rating sheet will be used as part of the process and each applicant
will be scored individually.

Deadline: February 17, 2025. No late applications will be accepted.
